FEDERAL INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDING UPDATE

FCM's annual conference in Whistler tast month was an opportunity for John Baird, Canada's
Minister of Transport, Infrastructure and Communities and federal officials to talk directly with
municipal leaders about stimulus funding.

Minister Baird informed delegates that thousands of municipal stimulus projects have been
given the green light by the federal and provincial/territoriat governments 1o go to tender and
begin construction.

Hundreds of delegates also attended the government’s information session to learn more about
the regional roli-out of stimulus funding, the municipal loans program and the Recreational
Infrastructure Canada (RINC) program.

The purpose of this update is to continue to provide municipalities with the most recent information
on the stimulus plan.

INFRASTRUCTURE STIMULUS UNDERWAY

The Government of Canada’s 2009 Econcomic Action Plan is a set of stimulus initiatives that are
being implemented in record time, and includes almost $1.2 billion in new infrastructure stimuius
funding over two years. To date, there is significant progress being made on initiatives such as:
v The new Infrastructure Stimuius Fund

v An Accelerated Building Canada Fund

v An Accelerated Provincial/Territorial Base Fund
v The new Green Infrastructure Fund

v The Municipal Infrastructure Lending Program
On June 11, 2009, the Government of Canada
provided a full update on the Economic

Action Plan in its Second Report to Canadians,

and will provide its Third Report to Canadians
in September.

INFRASTRUCTURE STIMULUS FUND

Canada’s Fconomic Action Plan includes a new $4-billion Infrastructure Stimulus Fund (ISF):

v/ To date, the Government of Canada has committed about $2.8 billion of the $4-billion
Infrastructure Stimulus Fund.

v To date, more than 1,700 infrastructure projects have been approved across Canada, which
means they can proceed to tender and construction (In a small number of cases, proponents
have been notified that some additional work may be required prior to them starting construction).

v As of June &, 2009, about 60 per cent of the funds committed under the ISF are for municipal
and community projects

v Regulatory and approval processes for infrastructure projects have been streamlined, and
this spring the federal government launched a one page infrastructure funding application form
for the ISF and the Accelerated Building Canada Fund.

IMPORTANT UPDATES:

in almost all cases, the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund money flows through agreements with
provinces and territories, who in turn sign agreements with municipalities for the transfer of funds.
Once projects are announced under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund, unless you are notified
otherwise, this means that all federal approvals and environmental assessments are complete
and project work can begin as soon as your province or territory has signed off.

The Government of Canada is aiso advancing up to 30 per cent of this year’s share of all eligible
costs for stimulus projects to the provinces and territories. Provinces and territories shouid be
providing these up-front funds as quickly as possibie through their agreements with municipal
governments, The rest of the federal funding flows as fast as the project is built and claims
submitted. Provinces and territories submit expense claims quarterly to the Government of Canada
for payment, which ustally takes no more than 30 days. Canada provides funding within 30 days

to the provinces and territories who are responsible for flowing funds to municipal governments to
reimburse costs incurred.

In response to concerns identified by the FCM, the Government of Canada has made an important
change with respect to the completion of projects under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund. Only
projects that can be built by March 31, 2011 are eligible and proponents must attest to this
in their application. However, if a project is not completed by March 31, 2011, the federal
government will no longer seek a repayment of its contribution paid to date, provided that the
municipality commits 1o completing the project at their expense as soon as possibie. The
federal government will pay its share of costs incurred up to March 31, 2011. It will not provide
any funding beyond this date. This addresses municipal concerns that failure to complete

a stimulus project by that date would result in a 100 per cent claw-back of federal funding.

Project intakes vary by jurisdiction in crder to avoid duplication and accelerate approvals.
For example, in Ontario, there was a dedicated call, which resulted in 2,700 proposals, of which
almost 1,200 were approved in just over cne month. In British Columbia, existing programs
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were used (Towns for Tomarrow and LocalMotion), and direct propesais were accepted from
farge cities. In other provinces, such as Alberta and Prince Edward island, the Government of
Canada is identifving two-year projects from applications to the Communities Component of the
Building Canhada Fund. In Québec, the Programme de renouvellement des conduites d'eau
potable et d’eaux usées (PRECO) has been launched, providing $700 million in joint funding
for sewer and water main repairs.

Further information on the ISF and all projects announced to date ¢an be found at
www.creatingjobs.ge.ca, Canada will continue to communicate and advise municipalities
and their asscciations of further intakes for municipal projects under the Infrastructure
Stimulus Fund.

ACCELERATED BUILDING CANADA FUND

Canada’s Economic Action Plan includes a strategy to accelerate spending from the 7-year
Building Canada Fund (BCF).

v Since fanuary 2009, the federal government has
announced over $2 billion for 62 major infrastructure
projects, and has now allocated 65% of the
major project funding envelope.

v Examples include the Evergreen Line in Vancouver,
Tetus World of Science in Calgary and the Desjarding
water treatment facility in Lévis.

v Since January 2009, over $1. billion in federal
funding has been approved for over 1000 projects
in smailer communities under 100,000 people,
as part of the Communities Component.

COMMUNITIES COMPONENT OF THE BUILDING CANADA FUND

Canada’s Economic Action Plan provides up to $500 million over two years to top up the $1.1-billion
Communities Component of BCF, which provides targeted support to smali communities that
have unigue infrastructure needs. To access this top-up, provinces and territories must use their
original share of the Communities Component of the Building Canada Fund.

This initiative is progressing at rapid speed. Calls for propoesals have now closed in all provinces
except Quebec, which has a continuous intake. The top-up funding has been fully approved in
seven of ten provinces, including Nova Scotia ($14 million for 38 projects}); Manitoba ($18 million
for 22 projects) Alberta ($52 million for 40 projects), Newfoundland and Labrador ($7.4 million for
18 projects), Prince Edward Isiand ($2.1 million for 1 project), Ontario ($194 milfion for 182 projects)
and Saskatchewan ($15.1 million for 46 projects).
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PROVINCIAL/TERRITORIAL BASE FUND

in Canada's Economic Action Plan, the federal government is also acoeleratlng infrastructure
spending under the Provincial/Territorial Base Fund.

v Since January, the Government of Canada has transferred $430 million under the Provincial/
Territorial Base Fund to provinces for construction projects.

GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE FUND

Canada’s Economic Action Plan inciudes a new $1 billion Green infrastructure Fund (GEF)
which will provide $1 billion over five years to spend on green infrastructure that will improve
the quality of the environment and lead to a more sustainable economy over the longer term.

v The Government of Canada officially launched the new Green Infrastructure Fund in May,
and is contributing up to $71 million towards Yukon's Mayo B hydro and Carmacks-Stewart
transmission project.

MUNICIPAL INFRASTRUCTURE LENDING PROGRAM

Canada’s Economic Action Plan provides up to $2 billion in direct low-cost loans to mummpaﬁhes
over two years, for housing-related infrastructure projects.

On June 8, 2009, the Government of Canada
announced the first two cities to benefit from
these loans:

v Saskatoon has been approved for more than
$33 million to build a new water intake treatment
plant and to develop new residential green space.

v North Battleford, Saskatchewan has been approved
for $2.5 miliion for sewer replacement.

WORKING TOGETHER, AN UNPRECEDENTED INVESTMENT
IN CANADA’S MUNICIPALITIES

Canada’s Economic Action Plan recognizes the |mportance of mfrastructure investments to respond
to the current economic downturn.

Working together, we can go further faster and help ensure that Canada emerges from the giobal
recession sooner than other countries and stronger than ever.
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The Economic Action Plan recoghizes that these infrastructure invesiments are a national
partnership among all three levels of government and in particular, emphasizes the critical role
municipalities can play in stimuiating the economy.

Each has its part to play.

The Government of Canada has been working with its partners to guickly “green light” worthwhile
infrastructure projects as fast as possible, and will work with provinces and territories to provide
payment of eligible costs.

Provinces and territories must continue to move quickly to conclude funding arrangements with
municipalities, and then submit claims to the Government of Canada for payment of eligible costs.

Municipal governments play a key role in economic recovery by issuing tenders and contracts
quickly to complete projects by March 31, 2011.

The pace at which stimuius funding is being announced is unprecedented, especially in
municipalities or local community-type projects that benefit municipalities. For example:

v As of June 6, 2009, about 60 per cent of the funds committed under the Infrastructure
Stimulus Fund are for municipal and community projects.

v All of the $500 million for the Communities Component top-up will flow to communities
with populations of less than 100,000.

v More than $17 billion or 54 per cent of the $33-billion Building Canada plan flows to
municipal governments as iransfers through the Gas Tax Fund and GST rebates. The federal
Gas Tax Fund has doubled to $2 billion this year and the first payment was made three
months earlier than usual.

v Municipalities are benefitting from other components of Building Canada. In addition to the
$1.1 bitlion in the Communities Component of the Building Canada Fund, to date, 75 per cent
of the funding announced for major projects under the Major Infrastructure Component is
going to municipal and community projects.

Together, we can keep Canada's Economic Action Plan moving forward, creating jobs and investing
in the foundations of our economy and quality of life.

White Rock Development Permit
Decision Should be Wake-up Call

A recent BC Supreme Court decision on a rejected development permit application in White
Rock should serve as a wake-up call to local governments in regard to tw% issues™the holding of

public meetings or hearings on development permit (DP) applications, and

xcessive reliance on

vaguely-worded form and character quidelines to deal with particular issties of building design.

In Yearsley v. White Rock, the City Council refused a DP ap-
plication for a six-storey commercial/residential building on
a .21-acre site one block back from Marine Drive. The build-
ing complied with the zoning bylaw height regulations for the
site, though it exceeded the height of its neighbours by 3 or 4
storeys at the building fagade, and was found by White Rock’s
planning department to comply with the applicable DP area
guidelines as to form and character, including a key guideline
that read as follows:

Building facades should be consistent with fhe historic
pattern of Marine Drive. Building modules of approxi-
mately 9. 1m {30 feet} width are suggested. These mod-
ules can be defined through architectural articulation,
materials and colour, fo create an image of individual-
ity and small scale. Building details such as canopies,
trim, doors and signage, should be used to create co-
fourful accents,

The staff report to Council on the DP application resulted in
a decision to hold a public meeting, the purpose of which the
City advertised as being to “review the form and character of
the oroposed 6-storey mi
meetings occurred, at which many speakers expressed opposi-
tion to the proposed development in terms of its impact on
neighbourhood character and views. At the second meeting,
despite the staff recommendation that the DP he issued, the
Council resolved not to authorize the permit, and directed staff
to investigate the question of how building height is measured
in the zone in which the property was located, a matter that had
been the subject of complaint at the public meeting.

Several months later, after the DP applicant had questioned the
validity of the Council’s decision, the matter was again placed
on the Council agenda to officially record the councillors’ rea-
Sons for voting to reject the permit. Several members of Coun-

cil referred in their stated reasons fo the expressions of public

@ﬂﬁ%ﬁu@w@ while others
reférred to the incompatibility of the proposed building with

the adjacent, lower buildings which were said to be definitive
of the character of the neighbourhood. The applicants applied
to the BC Supreme Court, successfully, for a declaration that
the resolution to refuse the DP was unlawful as being based on
improper and extraneous considerations, and for an order that
the development permit be issued.

The Public Meetings

While the petitioners did not chailenge the Council’s author-
ity to hold public meetings on the DP application (g procedure

that is not actually mandated by the Local Government Act),

- 1t is clear that the holding of the public meetings had, in this

case, a significant cffect on the Council's decision on the DP
Council members who voted to reject the DP application _Have
4s Thewr reason TNE_opinions of speakers at_the_public meet-
i;l”__gg"fh? Court noted that "reliance on public opinion is not
a relevant consideration if it is net linked to legitimate factors
within the zoning bylaw or the OCP". This is an important point
for those local governments that routinely hold public meet-
ings or hearings on DP applications, especially those that have
adopted the praclice of baving individual councillors or board
members formally record their reasons for voting as they have
on a DP application. While planning staff may understand that
DP decisions must be made only in accordance with applicable
wriften guidelines, in the interpretation of which public opin-
ion is plainly irrelevant, it is very unlikely that elected officials
or members of the public will approach a public meeting or
hearing on a DP as being, as it must be in law, a meaning-

The Form and Character
Guideline

The reasons of other White Rock Coun-
ciilors for rejecting the DP application
referred to the physical relationship be-
tween the proposed building and the
character of its neighbourhood.

In 1985, Rick Hansen pushed his wheelchair out of Vancouver, BC and set out on a journey that would make

history. His legendary Man In Motion World Tour spanned more than 40,000 km through 34 countries, took
over two years to complete, and raised more than $26 million for spinal cord injury. Rick’s incredible achieve-
ment became a testament to the strength of the human spirit and the power of teamwork. His courage and
determination inspired us to believe in the possibility of a fully accessible and inclusive society, and a cure for
spinal cord injury. Following a car crash at the age of 15, Rick sustained & spinal cord injury that paralyzed him
from the waist down. Forced to define a new life for himself, Rick never hesitated to challenge society’s per-
ceptions about what is possible for anyone with big dreams and the passion to see them through. Rick was the
first student with a physical disability to graduate in Physical Education from the University of British Colum-
bia. He went on to become a worldclass athlete, winning 19 international wheelchair marathons, including
three world championships, and competed for Canada in the 1984 Olympic Games.

In 1987, Rick was appointed a Companion of the Order of Canada and has received several honorary degrees.
As a positive role mode! dedicated to improving the world around him, Rick has a remarkabie ability to engage
and motivate youth. He regularly shares his message of hope, inspiration and the importance of making a
positive difference in the lives of others with young people across Canada. Today, Rick is still a Man In Motion.
As President and CEQ of the Rick Hansen Foundation, Rick remains committed to making communities more
accessible and inclusive for people with a spinal cord injury, and advancing spinai cord research. Through
Rick’s leadership, the Foundation has generated over $200 million for spinal cord injury related programs and
initiatives. Rick lives in Richmond BC with his wife, Amanda, and their three daughters Emma, Alana and Re-
becca. He has a passion for the outdoors and volunteers his time to support fish conservation. As Chair of
both the Fraser River Sturgeon Conservation Society and the Pacific Salmon Endowment Fund, Rick is a strong
voice for helping to restore and protect sturgeon and salmon popuiations,
